Community Input and Collaboration  
Methods and Timeline 
In February 2025 , Lower Bucks Hospital  began a Community Health Needs Assessment for 
Bucks County and sought input from persons who represent the  broad interests of the 
community using several methods:  
¶ Information gathering, using secondary public health sources, occurred in March  

Through April 202 5. 
¶ Thirty - six community members  and stakeholders  participated in focus groups for 

their perspectives on community health needs and issues on May 14, 2025. 
¶ A Community Health Summit was conducted on June 4, 2025, with twenty - nine 

community stakeholders. The audience consisted of healthcare providers, 
government representatives, schools, not - for - profit organizations, public safety, and 
other community members.

Forty nine i ndividuals from twenty five  community organizations and community members 
collaborated to implement a comprehensive CHNA process focused on identifying and 
defining significant health needs, issues, and concerns of Bucks County.  The three - month 
process centered on gathering and analyzing data, as well as receiving input from persons 
who represented the broad interests of the community, to provide direction for the 
community and hospital to create a plan to improve the health of t he communities.

Lower Bucks Hospital  converted to not - for - profit status in December 2024 and therefore 
does not have a community health needs assessment prior to 2025.  

 

Process and Methods Used  
Community Selected for Assessment  
Bucks County  was the primary focus of the CHNA due to the service area of Lower Bucks 
Hospital . Used as the study area, Bucks County  provided 87% of January 1, 2024, through 
December 31, 2024, inpatient discharges. The community includes medically underserved, 
low- income, and minority populations who live in the geographic areas from which Lower 
Bucks Hospital  draws their patients.  The census tracts in southern/lower Bucks County 
where the hospital is located is more socioeconomically disadvantaged than mi ddle or 
upper Bucks County. Although, the service area for the CHNA is Bucks County, there is a 
focus on the southern or lower Bucks census tracts.

Pennsylvania is projected to remain constant . The U.S. is projected to increase 1.9%. 
¶ Bucks County  had a higher median age ( 44 median age) than PA (40 .0) and the U.S. 

(39.1). In Bucks County  the percentage of the population 65 and over was 21.9%, 
higher than  PA and the U.S. population 65 and over at 19.4% and 18.1% respectively.

¶ The rate of poverty in Bucks County  was 6.7% which was lower than PA (12.0 %) and 
the U.S. (11.5%). The percent of asset limited, income constrained, and employed 
(ALICE) households in Bucks County  was 27%, which was lower than  PA and the U.S. 
at 29%. 

¶ The household income distribution of Bucks County  was 55.8% higher income (over 
$100,000), 32.7% middle income, and 12.5% lower income (under $ 35,000).  

¶ The racial and ethnic make - up of Bucks County  was 79.3% Non- Hispanic  White, 
4.0% Non- Hispanic  Black, 5.9% Asian, 6.7% Hispanic origin, 3.5% more than one race, 
.5% other.  

¶ Bucks CountyźĊƇ2024  unemployment was 2.9% compared to 3.2% for Pennsylvania 
and 3.5% for the U.S.

Area Deprivation Index (by block group)  
The area deprivation index is based on socioeconomic disadvantage in the areas of income, 
education, employment and housing quality.  The block groups in the red are the most 
disadvantaged and would be a priority location for health improvement activities. The next 
two maps demonstrate the disadvantage and the social vulnerability of lower Bucks 
County.  

 
Social Vulnerability  Index (by census tract ) 
Social vulnerability refers to the demographic and socioeconomic factors (such as poverty, 
lack of access to transportation, and crowded housing) that adversely affect communities 
that encounter hazards and other community - level stressors. These stressors can include 
natural or human - caused disasters (such as tornadoes or chemical spills) or disease 
outbreaks (such as COVID - 19). The current CDC/ATSDR Social Vulnerability Index uses 16 
U.S. Census variables from the 5 - year American Community Survey (ACS) to identify 
communities that may need support before, during, or after disasters. These variables are 
grouped into four themes that cover four major areas of social vulnerability and then 
combined into a single measure of overall social vulnerability.  
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What the maps above demons trate are the differences in disadvantaged and advantaged 
communities and those who are socially vulnerable and those who are not within the  county. 
Although much of the public health data included in this report is at the county level, there are 
definite differences inside the county. The lower third of Bucks County is more disadvantaged, more 
socially vulnerable,  lower insured,  with lower median household income than the mid and upper parts 
of the county. It would be logical to c onclude the health status of the population is lower than the 
other segments of the county.

The higher populated census tracts are smaller 
geographically and the less populated census tracts are larger in geography. This can be 
seen by looking at the northeastern  census tracts in Bucks County  which are larger in size 
and highly populated  compared to the smaller census tracts in lower Bucks County  with 
similar population numbers .

Looking at age and income by census tract is helpful to demonstrate all areas of a county 
are not the same  and will therefore have differing health needs . Looking at median 
household income by census tract gives insight into health status. The lower income areas 
may have compromised health status compared to the  higher income tracts. The census  
tracts  in middle and upper Bucks County  with higher median household income s of 
$100,000 and up  will probably have different needs than the  tract s in lower Bucks County  
making $54,000  to $70,000 median household income .

Community stakeholders representing the broad interests of the community as well as 
those representing low income, medically underserved, and minority populations 
participated in focus groups on May 14, 202 5śƇÙøĆƇĐÞÍßĆƇßóăĔĐƇßóĐøƇĐÞÍƇÄøòòĔóßĐĦźĊƇÞÍ·ìĐÞŚƇ
Community participation in focus groups  represented a broad range of interests and 
backgrounds. Below is a summary of the focus groups.  

The participants defined health  as physical, 
mental , and spiritual health, and overall 
wellbeing. They believe health status varies 
by location, comorbidities, social 
determinants of health, health literacy, 
access to care, education, and income.  

The most significant health issues for the communities were:  
¶ Mental health  
¶ Substance use disorder  
¶ Healthy eating  
¶ Lack of knowledge about resources  
¶ Social determinants of health Ų childcare, unhoused population , living wages 

If given a magic wand and no resource restrictions, the participants selected the following 
solutions to improve health.  
¶ Improve access to care Ų decrease cost of medications, make all healthcare free , be 

able to go to the doctor without jumping through hoops.  
¶ Increase access to mental and behavioral health services Ų place a mental health worker 

in every high  school, increase reimbursement for mental healthcare, build a 
comprehensive behavioral health facility to accommodate all ages with residential 
treatment , incorporate mental health and mental wellbeing into families earlier, govern 
social media.  

¶ Healthy eating Ų eliminate food insecurity, educate people on nutrition, healthy cooking 
and food  

¶ Increase access to substance use disorder treatment and decrease use of substances 
Ų Decrease access to illegal drugs, Provide transitional housing for substance use 
recovery, message to high school students .  

¶ Increase affordable housing Ų take vacant buildings and turn them into housing, remove 
zoning barriers to meet housing needs , build houses for teachers and police officers so 
they can live in the community.  

¶ Increase funding and resources Ų free internet, earlier phone access, reallocate funding  
¶ Communicate and coordinate  
¶ Improve transportation

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Health Status Data  
The 202 5 County Health Rankings study performed by the Robert Wood Johnson 
Foundation and the University of Wisconsin 2, analyzes community conditions such as health 
infrastructure, physical environment and social and economic factors and how they 
contribute to h ealth  outcomes  or population health and well - being  measured by length and 
quality of life.  To become the healthiest community in PA and eventually the nation, Bucks 
County  must close several community condition  gaps.
